Following the huge success of debut album  'Before The Throne Of Infection', which became the highest charting release EVER for a UK Death Metal band, AOAA have flirted with every influence they hold dear, gathering legions of fans from all over, transcending genre restrictions and conquering the stage with pure heavy music.

2009's 'II: The Reign Of Darkness' saw the band moving into full on Death Metal territory, with a monster of an album mixed by Erik Rutan of Hate Eternal.

Relentless touring on both sides of The Atlantic resulted in the band moving from strength to strength, until the untimely departure of guitarist Jamie Sweeney.
