CATALEPSY
NEW ALBUM “BLEED” OUT MAY 10th
ON EULOGY RECORDINGS!

Florida heavyweights Catalepsy have returned with their heaviest yet
catchiest material with Bleed. The upcoming full-length to be released on Eulogy Recordings on May 10th is a more mature but not a fraction lighter than their previous work. Dissonant ringing chords blend into hard charging metal both at attack speed and sludgy slow burns with major anthemic hooks throughout. As guitarist Rob Walden says “On our last release we were more of the death-core style which was constant breakdowns and speed. When it came time to write new material, we were as interested in writing something memorable to groove to as well as brutality.” 

The result is album highlights like Medusa, Monolith and Goliath (featuring Mat Bruso of Bury Your Dead), as Walden comments “Since we started we have been into one word titles for our band name, our song titles and album names. There was a period in music when everyone had these long drawn out names with seasons and colors in there and we want to be the opposite of that.” While the song titles and the music carry subtle overtones of cinematic horror throughout, the subject matter is more real than horror. Walden comments “When we started we were strongly anti-religion and our songs reflected that. Now we want to write about things that concern everyone, make it universal. For example our new song Infernal is about nuclear war, while Medusa is not about a monster but about guys and girls fucking each other over.”

The band currently includes Walden as well as Matt Sutton (guitar), Ben Sutton (drums), Rick Norman (vocals) and Sean Murphy (bass). Catalepsy previously released an EP titled Godless (2007) and a full-length Iniquity (2008) on Stillborn Records, this will be their first release since Stillborn went inactive. Walden recalls “When Stillborn stopped putting out records, bands didn’t know what to do, some just went inactive. We never stopped touring from then to now, we’ve kept playing live shows and recording and writing and worried about labels later.” The band wrote songs refining their style and once a song was finished they would go to good friend Matt Johnsons home studio at night and record the song. The result is a band writing for themselves without the pressure of the industry on them. 

Catalepsy has racked up impressive tours with bands like Hatebreed,
Agnostic Front, God Forbid, Oceano, Too Pure To Die, Endwell, Soilent
Green, Necro, Emmure and War of Ages.
