WORLD OF PAIN

World Of Pain was formed in early 2009 by 4 friends who wanted something different than the sound of what modern hardcore had to offer. Digging deep into the vibe of various crossover styles of hardcore from previous decades, with a special focus on heaviness and a feeling of 'hell on earth,' this trio begin to write riffs that would aid as an outlet to the band's own journey of personal struggle, with a message of pain, aggression, self-realization, conviction and frustration.

After releasing a demo in late 2009, the band soon began to gain recognition across the United States (spreading into Europe and Asia). Within a week of the demo release, after being contacted by various record labels across the world, the band signed with BDHW Rec. (Germany) and began working on it's next project. Around mid 2010, World Of Pain, together with friends Xibalba and Ruckus, released a 3-way split titled 'Earthquake' (on BDHW Rec.) that left a mark within the hardcore community across the world. By this time, the name World Of Pain was becoming a well-known entity amongest the new and upcoming 'heavy' hardcore bands who were musically pushing the envelope.

Fast forward almost a year later, after many tours around the west coast and neighboring states, World Of Pain's members had their sights set on recording their first full length album. Yet, just a few months before going into the studio, the original singer chose to leave the band in order to focus on personal issues that he found more important. Thus, after short discussion and a minor lineup change, another close friend to the band joined in as the new drummer, to replace the previous drummer who had now stepped up to the mic as the new frontman for the band. After a few months of practice, writing and recording, World Of Pain finished their first full length self-titled album, set to release mid-november on BDHW Rec.. Following the completion of the record, the band went on to tour the East Coast, promoting their upcoming album and further building their recognition and reputation.

With talk of upcoming tours and festivals across the United States and various other countries, it appeared as if one more minor lineup change for the band was needed, in which the original guitarist ultimately decided to leave the band in order to focus on his personal life. Immediately, another close friend stepped up as the new guitarist for the band and brought an even heavier and more experienced dynamic into the mix, thus creating the tight-knit heavy hardcore powerhouse that World Of Pain has become today.
